Please note that eligibility is considered in relation to the launch date of the award (10 February 2025).

· The applicant has not been a principle investigator or co-principal investigator on a successful UK Research Council or EU funded grant.

· The funding will be used to obtain pilot data that will lead to the applicant’s first major grant application.

· Funding has not already been received from elsewhere for the proposed work and any pending funding applications for the proposed work have been declared within this application.

· The application does not include requests for funding towards salaries, generic IT equipment (e.g. laptops, statistical software) or conference attendance.
